CODE OF CONDUCT
The essential elements of character building and ethics in sports and life are embodied in the concept of sportsmanship under six basic principles:  trustworthiness, respect, responsibility, fairness, caring, and good citizenship.  Achieving the highest potential in sports and life is obtained when competition reflects these “six pillars of character.”
 HRBBA is both a developmental and competitive league which embodies these six pillars of character. We understand winning is more fun than losing, and realize participation and challenges are ALWAYS fun. 
HRBBA request you pledge to be responsible for your words and actions while attending, coaching, officiating, or participating in all youth sports events and conform your behavior to the following Codes of Conduct:
HRBBA Board Members, Coaches, and Assistant Coaches will:
•          Maintain a commitment to the highest levels of personal conduct, ethical reproach and public integrity
o        Unethical conduct or actions must be reported to the HRBBA board president or Coaches Coordinator and will be dealt with on an individual basis by the board.  Unethical conduct or actions could include, but are not limited to:
         Any unlawful abusive act or acts against or directed toward a child or children, HRBBA board member, coaches, assistant coach and referees
         Actual or perceived conflicts of interest
 Parents/Guardians/Spectators will:  
•          Emphasize with my child good athletes strive to be good students who are physically and mentally alert
•          Teach my child to play by the rules and to resolve conflicts without resorting to hostility or violence
•          Emphasize to my child doing one’s best is more important than winning
•          Be a positive role model for my child and encourage sportsmanship by showing respect and demonstrating positive support for all players, coaches, officials and spectators at every game, practice or other sporting events
•          Demand my child treat other players, coaches, officials and spectators with respect regardless of race, creed, color, sex or ability
•          Inform the coach of any physical disability or ailment which may affect the safety of my child or the safety of others
•          Stay off the court during games - walk on the outside of the designated court area(s) and learn the rules of the game
•          Give complete allegiance and cooperation to my son’s coach who is the instructional authority for my son’s team and discourage fans, teammates, and parents from undercutting the coaches authority
•          Refrain from coaching my child or other players during games and practices, unless I am one of the official coaches of the team
•          Not criticize HRBBA board members, coaches and/or players in public but reserve constructive criticism for later, in private with those involved 
•          Respect the officials, coaches and their authority during games and will not question, discuss, interfere/interrupt or confront the coaching staff before, during or after games and at practice.  I will also accept decision of the game officials (including referees and coaches) on the court as being fair 
•          Demand a sports environment for my child FREE from drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and I will refrain from their use at all sporting events and practices
•          Promise to be positive about my child’s experience in HRBBA and accept responsibility for my participation by following this code
   Players will:
•          Do my BEST in school
•          Have fun and tell my parents or coaches if it stops being fun!
•          NOT criticize my teammates
•          Not engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent such as booing, taunting, “trash talking” (before, during, or after game) refusing to shake hands, using profanity or gestures and will NOT act in any way which may provoke spectators
•          Recognize sports and athletic contest are educational endeavors - an opportunity to learn and have fun
•          Attend every practice and game that I can, and will notify my coach if I cannot
•          Give complete allegiance and cooperation to my coaches who are the instructional authority for my team and discourage fans, teammates, and parents from undercutting my coach’s authority
•          Treat my coaches, other players, officials and fans with respect regardless of race, sex, creed, or abilities, and I will expect same treatment accordingly
•          Play in an environment free of drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and expect adults to refrain from their use at all youth sports events
•          Be positive about my experience in HRBBA and accept responsibility for my participation by following this code
 Enforcement and Consequences:
Egos of coaches, parents and guardians must never be placed above the well being of the players.  ALL players MUST strive to do their best at all times within the boundaries of basketball rules and good sportsmanship.  
Anyone who fails to conform their conduct while attending, coaching, officiating, or participating in a HRBBA event or scheduled tournament will be subject to disciplinary action, including but not limited to the following in any order or combination: 
1. Immediate verbal warning issued by HRBBA Board representative 

2. Immediate ejection or exclusion from an upcoming HRBBA event 
3. Written warning issued by the HRBBA Executive Committee 

4. Multiple HRBBA event suspension issued by HRBBA Executive Committee 
5. HRBBA season suspension or multiple HRBBA season suspension 
 An HRBBA board representative is any current Board member or HRBBA team coach.
The HRBBA Executive Committee is the current HRBBA President, Vice President and Grade Representative
